(Sins of inac-
tion: failure to 
stand for truth, 
failure to help a 
neighbor,  
prayerlessness, 
refusal to fast, 
etc.) 

14 Psalm 71:9 
Confess our  
tendency, as  
believers, to try 
coming up with 
solutions to 
cultural prob-
lems without 
going to God. 

15 Psalm 71:10 
Pray that God 
would raise 
Bible-believing  
pastors to lead 
believers to a 
correct view of 
the whole  
counsel of 
God’s Word. 

16 Psalm 71:11 
Confess our  
tendency, as  
believers, to 
build a name 
for ourselves, 
rather than to 
exalt God’s 
name and 
kingdom. 

17 Psalm 71:12 
Confess  
hypocrisy 
among  
believers.  Pray 
for a new  
commitment to 
healthy  
marriages. 

18 Psalm 71:13 
Confess our  
tendency, as 
believers, to 
desire social  
acceptance 
rather than 
God-acceptance 
thru bold truth. 

19 Psalm 71:14 
Confess how  
believers have 
wrongly re-
sponded to ho-
mosexuality: 
approving of it, 
or by not  
loving them as 
Christ would. 

20 Psalm 71:15 
Open our 
hearts to pray 
for our  
particular 
church’s  
greatest needs.

Ask God to 
raise up Godly 
men and women 
to serve in  
various offices 
throughout 
Iowa.
